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Thisversion of DaCS™ has been developed to provide compatibility with
Microsoft® Excel 2007, whilst maintaining backwards compatibility with Microsoft®
Excel 2003/XP; as aresult spreadsheets created in Excel 2007 can be opened in
previous versions of Excel either viaDaCS™ or just native Excel.

This version incorporates enhanced functionality to support integration with Active
Directory; giving DaCS™ the opportunity to force users to enter a password each
time they start or have users login without a password being entered.
